A View from the Cockpit  

 
Niceties of a shrinking market. OMM will be present at the next Motorcycle Show in Istanbul 
(28 – 31 March 2002). We sent an invitation to all our friends telling them that: “YAMAHA and 
BELDEYAMA Turkey are supporting the OMM presence hosting the OMM Meeting at the 
Yamaha booth. This is a good opportunity to meet old and new friend, to catch on the new 
initiatives of OMM and to plan the rides of the new season. OMM Riders will be there to 
welcome all of you during the opening hours ready to present our Group, to provide all the 
information you may need, to connect you with the worldwide Biking community. We will also 
present our Training Program 2002 and the new First Aid Course. Come and bring your friends 
to the OMM Meeting Point at the ISTANBUL MOTORCYCLE FAIR, the biker’s place for a 
relaxed and informative stop.” We had the idea of being present at the Fair last year: it is 
practical to have a place where to rest, a point for meeting friends, a place where to talk bikes (no 
models) or where simply leave the helmet while visiting the show. We talked about this idea 
with our friends in Clubs and Importing Companies: Yamaha, in the person of Osman Lav came 
back to us with a proposal for a free a space in their exhibition area. From the beginning it has 
been OMM policy not support any specific brand: we do not accept money from Importers or 
Producers but we welcome any help they can give us. In the past BMW offered to OMM 
demonstration bikes for Trainers or foreign visitors and they made available to H.H. Dilthey and 
OMM the Korfez Circuit for one day. In four years of activities we did not receive any other help 
from the Industry despite our desire to offer to Producers, Importers and Distributors a large 
platform for expanding and improving biking in Turkey. We imagined, in our wild fantasy, that 
some of them (Yamaha, Kawasaki, Honda, Harley Davidson, Suzuki, Ducati etc.) would 
appreciate and sustain our Training Program (after all we are bringing new users to biking), that 
they would be interested in our Touring program (after all we are expanding the use of bikes), 
that they would follow with interest our events bringing good international experience to Turkey. 
Above all we hoped that our Bulletin would be taken as an open forum for Importers and 
Producers in order to bring to the Turkish Biker their worldwide expertise. Honda, Harley, 
Yamaha, BMW (just to mention few) run in Europe some of the best riders clubs offering to their 
clients courses, tours, education and fun. Our honest offer has always been ignored: with the 
noticeable and laudable exception of HOG (Harley Davidson Owners Group) no other 
Importer/Producer in the Motorcycle industry demonstrated any interest in what we are doing. 



Not a big problem… just a bitter taste. We continue in giving our time, resources and (limited) 
talents to the service of the biking community in Turkey. They continue to sell hardware hoping 
to “move metal” around without creating a “motorcycle culture and acceptance”. While abroad 
Producers and Distributors are busy in educating and entertaining the bikers, here they are only 
interested in selling. This attitude probably explains why Turkey last ear did not sell more than 
600 big bikes: a ridiculous number when compared with other countries. The market is shrinking 
under economic pressure and under lack of correct marketing. We are unable to attract new 
bikers to our sport, we are incapable of overcoming family and women resistance to biking, we 
do nothing to present to young consumer the beauty of biking. No surprise that several dealers 
are going out of business, some producers are revising their plans and some brands are 
disappearing from the market. Few Clubs try to react to this negative attitude and the appearance 
of new groups is the only positive sign at the beginning of the season: we are all working with 
limited resources without the traditional support of the major players in the Industry.  
For this reason we thank the people at Beldeyama and Yamaha: without putting any pressure on 
us they felt the need to ”give back” to biker s. For our invitation we were not expecting any 
“thank you” but we felt a little sad when the only reaction we received was a note complaining 
about our “involvement” with Yamaha. “I believe it is a good idea for OMM to have a stand at 
the Motorcycle Fair. But it would be nicer and indeed more polite if it was an independent stand 
for the image of OMM.” write one of our readers involved in the bike industry … and I agree.  
It would be “nicer” if we had an independent stand. It would also be “nicer” if I had in my 
garage 10 bikes at disposal (list sent on request). It would be nicer if Turkish bikers had a 
training circuit available. It would be also nicer if OMM had unlimited funds and unlimited 
power to do what we dream about. Unfortunately the “nicer” is the realm of fantasy and we 
cannot go around begging for favors or concessions. We try to be “polite” and occasionally we 
succeed. In this case we do not consider impolite to accept hospitality from a Producer/Importer. 
OMM does not have a commercial activity: we do not sell anything to bikers and we try to be as 
independent as possible when asked for advises.  
Producer and Importers must meet the bikers at a level above “competition”: they must join 
forces to expand the market and to attract new users. In doing this they must be ready to “give 
back” to the biking community with open hearth using (yes, we like to be used) all the 
opportunities that Groups, Clubs and individual riders create in this country for the promotion 
and acceptance of the two-wheels passion.  
On this vision OMM remains an open forum and a willing tool at disposal of all the protagonists 
of this (still) small market: all ideas, suggestions and offers will be taken in serious 
consideration. 
 

OMM Rides & Travels 
 
OMM Ride “Going for Corners 2002” took place in the Maritimes Alps of France from 23 to 
27 of February. We cannot recommend enough this area (just of the Cote d'Azur) for pleasant 
riding.

April 19, 2002 will see the start of the First OMM – ARA Riding Course. We will spend 
Saturday and Sunday on the roads around Bursa where Jon Taylor and myself will try to put in 
practice the principles of OMM Theory Lessons.  The Course is at the moment fully booked but 
you may want to check with Taner Celik for “last minute seats” (tanercelik@hotmail.com).  
Jon is an high qualified Trainer with his own school in UK and he will give a Theory lesson 
starting at 16:00 on Friday 19 at Boxer Café: even if you do not plan to take part on the 
practical course you are invited to attend this portion of the course open to all riders. 
 
Four Corners of Turkey. We decided to cancel the event for this year. Michael Kneebone and 
the IBA people are pretty busy in organizing USA events (including the famous Iron Butt Rally) 
and we could not find time for coordination. The ride is a very demanding one and adequate time 
must be allocated to the correct organization in order to provide to all participants a good level of 
safety. We will include this ride in the next year calendar trying again to “lure” in our Country 
top Long Distance Riders. 
 
The list of Riders competing for the “OMM 2002 Year on the Saddle Award” is now closed: 
the pilots will receive at the end of march a request of updating the mileage covered on the first 
quarter of the Year. On the next Bulletin the presentation of prices to be won. 
 
Iron Butt. The LDR 500 miles in 12 hours and 1000 miles in 24 hours certified by IBA USA 
and planned in April are now a free events left to the decision of the riders desiring to qualify.  
If you intend to enter the elite of LDR all you have to do is to mail to us your plan of ride (550 
miles = 800 K and 1000 miles = 1600K), the day and hour of your departure and your desire to 
be certified by OMM and IBA. We will send to you the rules of certification, the list of 
checkpoints and the forms. After completion of the ride you will send to us the checkpoints 
documents and the forms reporting your ride. We will control the accuracy of your report and we 
will deliver to you certificates.

Long Distance Riding. The “Sunrise to Sunset Ride” is our major event in LDR for the year 
2002: more than 1.000 K crossing Anatolia from North to South, from Sinop to Anamur in one 
“solar” day. OMM is supporting the Ride and it will issue a special Certificate in association 
with Iron Butt USA. 
In coincidence with this ride planned for June 21 a small group of OMM riders is 
considering a 60 hours attempt criss-crossing Turkey for a total of 5.000 K. The initial plan 
is to ride Istanbul – Sinop – Anamur – Dogubeyazit – Izmir tracing an additional LDR 
route for Turkish Corners.

OMM Ring of Riders 
 
Court Fisher is having the life that any biker dreams of: he writes to us after a Ride in New 
Zealand: “I'm back from NZ. It's an incredible land, for riding and scenery and people. So 
"young" compared to Turkey. The Maori didn't arrive until 1000 years ago, Europeans (Brits) 
didn't really arrive until mid-19th century. The 3.8 million people and 12 million sheep live with 
an understated friendliness. Outside of Auckland's 1 million people, it's a bit like small town 
mid-60s America, but with Pacific Rim nouvelle cuisine, Internet connections and espresso 
machines in every local bar and cafe. Nestled in splendid isolation down under, it's also the 
highest intensity of different dramatic scenery I've experienced: volcanoes, alps, fjords, deserts 
and rain forests, even tropical beaches, all on two islands the length of California, connected by 
well maintained two-lane hardtop (and lots of off road track if you want) with some really great 
riding. Go if the opportunity presents...” 
 
The ones of you who met Rick Blocksidge (ride_of_a_life_time@hotmail.com) in Istanbul 
around Christmas will be pleased to know that he made it to Goa. After shipping the bike from 
Istanbul to India he writes: “I finally made it to Savio Rest House (because that's what I need) 
last Friday (March 15) at 10:30. I have been traveling at night because it is so hot here. At the 
end I found a jeep & followed it, only ran off the road once, big truck coming the other way, jeep 
moved off the road, so did I, but stayed on the bike (just)! Life's hell here, do I have more beer or 
go for a swim! Changeling (his modified BMW) has a small leek from her master cylinder, 
finding Dot 4 HY oil on the road was fun!” 
 
Bulent Boytorun, OMM rider and Member of OMM Association (bulent@zapmedya.com) had 
his bike stolen last week. Looking from help he writes: “Got my KLR 650 stolen last night at 
23:00 from front of Burger King Restaurant at Nisbetiye Cad. (Right opposite D&R)). I was just 
in, ordering something to eat, and within 5 minutes whoosh! Gone! All the police crap was done 
within another 5minutes after realizing bike was gone. My KLR has one very unnoticeable mark, 
that is; the cover for the leg ignition system on the left side is missing. Usually the left lower part 
of the bike is covered and you don't see much, mine however, since without cover, reveals all 
electric circuits etc. The bike has (or had 'till last night) 11,300 kms. Is green/purple, European 
model 2000 and the chassis number is JKAKL650CCA020823. It has no registration number 
having lost it few days before. Please spread the word that this one is missing. My bike also had 
the OMM logo sticking right at the front fairing, but I presume the thief may get rid of that one 
(if he has at least some brains).”

Did You Know That? The only city in the world located on two continents is Istanbul… The 
oldest known human settlement is in Catalhoyuk, Turkey (7500 BC)… Temple of Artemis and 
the Mausoleum at Halicarnassus, the two of the seven wonders of the ancient world, are in 
Turkey… Abraham birthplace is traditionally indicated as Sanliurfa in Southeastern Turkey… 
Julius Caesar proclaimed his celebrated words, "Veni, Vidi, Vici" (I came, I saw, I conquered) in 
Turkey when he defeated the Pontus, a formidable kingdom in the Black Sea region of Turkey...

Ride in Gear 
 
We all bought time ago a First Aid Kit, dropped it in the bag hoping we will never use it. Then, 
when the bad time comes, we open in hurry the kit to discover that what 
we urgently need is not there, is past its best, or is not for use. The first 
Aid kit must be check every month and at the beginning of each long 
ride. Instead of spending money in buying a fancy box, build your own 
Kit gaining in reduced space (use a transparent plastic bag so you can see 



the content, fast) and quality of the medical products. Here is a good list of item to stock: 
Air-way, gloves-latex, pen flash light, sterile gauze (5x5cm 10 pieces), sterile gauze (10x10 5 
pieces), dressing (10cm wide 2 pieces), triangular bandage, elastical bandage, stick bandage for 
small cuts, syringe (2), sterile strip (used instead of stitching), betadine or batticon antiseptic 
liquid, antibiotic cream for wounds, antibiotic drops for eyes, antibiotic pills with a wide 
spectrum, cortisone cream (for allergy cases), pain relief and fever pills, anti-acid tablets 
intestinal antiseptic or active coal pills for diarrhea, scissors (should be strong enough to cut 
riding gear), chalk. Also to keep handy in the bag is the new Neck Protector presented in the 
picture and available by e-mail (with or without OMM logo). It packs in designed bag (included) 
in small dimension (10 cm. high and 10 cm. diameter) and it is ready to avoid further injuries till 
the paramedics arrive. 
  

Ride and Think 
 
Courtesy of Cam Penner and received from one of our readers on Internet, is a description of 
the Vanishing Point technique for staying out of trouble in the twisties.  
Overall Safety Principle 
• Observe where the center of the road appears to meet the right edge of the road (left edge for 

countries with traffic on the left) A long way away on a long, flat straight road, but a 
constantly changing point on most curves.  

• Never ride faster than you can stop in that distance. Never ride faster than you can see, 
identify and avoid all obstacles within that area.   

 
1) Constant radius corner: As you approach the corner from the long straight you are on, the 
Vanishing Point (VP) is essentially at the corner entrance (since you can't see around it), you 
slow down as you get closer to it, and it doesn't move.  As you get close, you can start to see 
around the corner, and the VP starts to move away from you.  Adjust your speed so you are 
neither gaining on it, nor losing on it.  As you go through the corner, the VP will be the same 
distance from you. As you start to straighten out at the end, the VP will accelerate away from 
you, allowing you to do the same.  The VP picks the point of acceleration, so you don't end up 
accelerating too early.  
2) Increasing radius corner: As you approach the corner from the long straight you are on, the 
Vanishing Point (VP) is essentially at the corner entrance, you slow down as you get closer to it, 
and it doesn't move. As you get close, you can start to see around the corner, and the VP moves 
away from you.  You adjust your speed accordingly. As you are in the corner, and the corner 
widens up, the VP starts to accelerate away from you.  In the absence of road hazards, you can 
accelerate after it. As you start to straighten out at the end, the VP will further accelerate away 
from you, allowing you to do the same.  
3) Decreasing radius corner: As you approach the corner from the long straight you are on, the 
Vanishing Point (VP) is essentially at the corner entrance, you slow down as you get closer to it, 
and it doesn't move. As you get close, you can start to see around the corner, and the VP moves 
away from you.  You adjust your speed accordingly. As you are in the corner, and the corner 
tightens up, the VP starts to decelerate towards from you.  You slow down too.  Remember, if 
you can't stop within what you see, you're asking for trouble. As the corner finishes, and you 
start to straighten out at the end, the VP will accelerate away from you, allowing you to do the 
same.  



This method allows you to deal with unknown varying radius corners with a minimal amount of 
fuss and hassle.  A decreasing radius corner will never sneak up on you, since you've been 
continually adjusting your speed through it. The beauty of it is that it automatically adjusts for 
hedges, parked cars, and other vision blockers.  If you can't see the curb because a car is there, 
the VP will slow down, and so will you.  It also dictates a different line through some corners.  In 
order to go the fastest SAFELY through the corner you need to stay within your VP.  So, the 
fastest way through the corner then, is to maximize the VP.  This often means a different line 
than a traditional "racing line". You DO need the skill of braking and accelerating while leaned 
over though.  You need to at LEAST be able to brake as fast as the corner decreases.  Practice 
this on a controlled area before riding to 100% of the VP on unfamiliar roads.  
It is sometimes argued that available traction is reduced in a turn, and that slowing in a turn may 
cause a front-wheel slide as the wheel loading changes. Keep in mind that at all times, using this 
technique, you are traveling slowly enough that you can stop in a space you can see. If your 
braking technique in turns is such that a skid is likely, you need to reduce speed earlier, to 
eliminate this hazard. This is not the technique for maintaining the highest speed; this is the 
technique for maintaining the highest safe speed.  
This method will protect you against visible stationary hazards in the road, by assuring that you 
always have the ability to stop before you reach the hazard. If you choose to ride at a speed so 
high that you can't stop between where you are and the point at which you can no longer identify 
a hazard, you have only yourself to blame if you suddenly find yourself trying to ride your bike 
through a pile of boulders or off a cliff or over an oil spill. Obviously if there is some fine loose 
gravel visually indistinguishable from the pavement, this approach will give you no additional 
protection. Oncoming vehicles may intrude into your path at higher speeds than you can respond 
to, and, of course, risks from hazards overtaking you from behind are not addressed. Be careful 
out there. 
 
Two notes at the conclusion of the OMM ARA Course: 
 
We discussed about the braking reactions of a big chopper and how it differs from other (sport) 
bikes. In a recent article on American Magazine proof was given (after numerous tests) that a 
long wheel base bike (such as a chopper) is less efficient in transferring the front weight transfer 
generate by front braking in traction power. The long wheelbase tends to transfer part of the 
forces forward and not down to the tire. So front and back braking is a must on these bikes. 
 
All discussion about counter steering seems to come to an end in an article of David L. Hough 
published under the title “Keith Code’s No BS Bike” on the last issue of BMW ON Magazine. 
David tested the “no BS” bike available at Keith Code Cornering School in USA: the bike is a 
600cc. Kawasaki sport bike with one simple modification. A 
second handlebar is attached rigidly to the frame just forward and 
above the normal handlebar attached to the front end. The second 
handlebar has a parallel throttle but no parallel clutch or 
front brake. The principle is simple: if you believe that you can 
steer a motorcycle by how you shift your weight around the bike 
then you should be able to hold onto the fixed handlebar and 
steer the NBS bike. After several attempt David concludes: 
“Everyone who tried the no BS bike has come to the same result: all that elbow-waving, knee 



slamming, shoulder leaning body English may be good for your heart and muscles, but it doesn’t 
do much to control the bike. Two-wheeled motorcycles are balanced and steered by counter 
steering the front wheel”
